he Department of English has initiated many activities for the overall
development of the students. To enhance the presentation skills of the
students, the department has introduced ICT and Presentation Classes.

Here, students can learn how to use different tools of information technology, apply
their knowledge to work with various software, and put their ideas on different
aspects of English literature on slides. These ICT classes also help them enhance their
language skills such as reading, writing, speaking, and listening, along with their
overall personality development. These classes have helped students build
confidence while giving presentations and learn about advancing technologies.
        The Department has also introduced Library Classes to help students obtain,
evaluate, and recognize knowledge and familiarize themselves with trends of
knowledge for further education and learning new disciplines. Here, students learn
to research their topics by studying various books and resources available in the
library.
        To make classes more interesting, the Department has an 'Open-Air Classroom,'
providing a different learning experience compared to a normal classroom
environment. The concept of the open-air classroom is based on our traditional
Indian Gurukul system, which is not confined to an artificial classroom environment.
Also, movie classes have been introduced as a fun way for students to learn English
through listening and speaking. Bride and Prejudice, The Pianist and Omkara are few
of the movies
        This year, the Department has introduced one add-on course: Certificate Course
in Spoken English. This course is designed for the professional development of
students and deals with personality development such as etiquette, presentation
skills, public-speaking skills, group discussion, and how to face an interview.
        The 2nd Annual E-Magazine by the Department of English, Pragjyotish College,
was released on the 23rd of September by ACS Diganta Das (MD, Food and Supply
Corporation, Government of Assam).
        The Department of English has an Extension Program Group where students try
to help those in need. Along with that, in collaboration with the NSS, the students
and alumni of the department regularly teach the students of Pragati Pathshala (a
government primary school adopted by Pragjyotish College).
        For extracurricular activities, the department has introduced different clubs such
as Bibliophilia as the library club, Melodic Hub as the cultural club, Blossoming Buds
as the gardening club, Ikigai as the literary club, and Cinephille’s Paragon as the
movie club. The students have also gone to the Brahmaputra Heritage Centre for an
educational field trip.
        This year, the students of the Department went on an exchange program with
Sonapur College, where they were enlightened with many concepts and aspects of
literature through interaction with the dignitaries.

on the spot. To put it more simply, it
is a performance without
preparation. Improv performers
frequently use suggestions from the
crowd or some other form of
inspiration to get started. Improv has
its origins in acting and comedy
schools and is frequently used to
warm-up actors and develop
collaboration abilities.
        For improv to be successful,
some general guidelines are kept in
mind. Establishing a link between the
many concepts and tales shared by
the performers is one of them. Other
strategies include making statements,
using the phrase "Yes, and", adding
new information to maintain the pace
of the act, and bringing new ideas to
keep things interesting. 
        The British TV series 'Whose Line
Is It Anyway?' is a renowned example
of improv, in which a panel of four
actors perform a series of short-form
improvisation games, crafting comic
sequences based on pre-determined
circumstances produced by the
presenter or from audience ideas. 

These activities involve making up
songs on the fly, acting out scenes in
various television and film styles, and
producing sound effects. 
        Tabletop role-playing games,
such as Dungeons & Dragons, are
similar to improv in terms of the
social interactions one has with other
players or with the gamemaster’s
characters, known as NPCs. These are
mainly unscripted interactions
between your character and another
character whose function is to offer
information or background to
facilitate in driving the tale forward
that you and the Gamemaster are
telling collaboratively.
        Improv is appealing because of
its absurd authenticity. It's a welcome
diversion from the monotony of
everyday life. Thus, to quote
Shakespeare, "All the world’s a stage /
And all the men and women merely
players". Perhaps we too are just
improv performers on the stage of
life!

Theatre, one of the oldest
medium of communication has been
acknowledged as possessing an
intrinsic strength of educating
people. It is said that the ancient man
described his experiences of hunting
and the nature to his fellowmen
through physical acting, as language
had not developed then, and this
gave birth to ‘ mime ’ or ‘ mimesis ’ as
it was termed by Aristotle, which is
basically the pre cursor to Theatre. As
human civilization progressed, the art
of theatre was developed by village
folks, who established a rich tradition
of the arts that has continued to be
passed down through generations. As
townships and countries emerged, 
 

theatre became a great form of
entertainment as well as expression.
The advent of language gave birth to
great playwrights and different forms
of urban theatre across the globe.
From Sophocles, Shakespeare to
Ibsen, Tagore, Chekov, Sartre and all,
Theatre has gone from strength to
strength due to its innate capability of
making the people think, and raise a
consciousness from within the
psyche of not only the audience who
experience it but also the artists who
perform it.
        “In India, theatre was an eminent
and important medium of mass
communication. It is an oldest form
of mass communication and it is
being one of the most appreciable
medium of communication. And as it
communicates to the mass, that is
why it is a medium of mass
communication.” - Thakur, 2013
        The earliest contribution to the
Indian theatre originated by Bharata
Muni, dated between 2000 B.C.E. and
the 4th century C.E. who wrote the 36
books of the Natyashastra. The
Natyashastra expresses a belief in
dramatic depiction, established style
and motion. The classical ending is
governed for one Natyashastra and
Sanskrit dramas. Since plays were
based on stories, the public already
saw histories, people fables, legends,
material factors and movement were
thickly organized into the talk and

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acting. Kali das is famous as the
preeminent Sanskrit playwright, and
is popular as the Indian Shakespeare.
Some of his best work involves
Malavikagnimitra, Vikramorvashiya,
and Abhijnanashakuntala, which
describe fictions of nobility and myth
in old-fashioned India. Bhasa is the
most aged Sanskrit playwright to
present us with complete plays, and
the legendary old Indian epic ballad,
the ‘Mahabharata’. In addition,
Shudraka was a dramatist, popular
for a Sanskrit farce, named Mriccha
katika . An adaptation of this play was
staged in New York in 1924 and later
inspired the production of a film
titled “Utsav” in 1984.
        Throughout the ages, art and
entertainment have played a
significant role in Indian culture,
enduring even as other ideas and
practices have come and gone. There
are several forms of theatre
traditions in every part of the country
like Jatra and Baul in West Bengal,
Yatra in Orissa, Tamasha in
Maharashtra, Nautanki, and Ramleela
in parts of North India, Ankiya Naat /
Bhaona in Assam and so on. (Konwar,
2016)
        The beginning of theatre in
Assam may be found in the 15th
century, when the saint Srimanta
Sankardev used Ankiya Naat/Bhaona
to spread his Neo -Vaisnavite beliefs
among the people. It captured the
common person and held the hearts
of people by depicting deities and the
supernatural in plays that sparked
religious passion and gave moral
instruction. Due to colonialism and
foreign influence, new styles of
theatre like Jatra entered the area
over time and brought about several 

alterations and transformations in the
Assamese theatre heritage.
Jatra, a popular form of folk theatre
originated in Bengal during 15th
century and spread to other Eastern
states of Assam and Odisha. There
were changes in content, all-night
performances were shortened to 3-4
hours and number of songs was
lessened (Gunawardana, 1971).
        Mobile theatre groups of Assam
(known as ‘BHYRMOMAN natak’ in
Assamese) consist of a collective of
actors, singers, dancers, directors,
action artists, makeup artists, workers,
and the producer. The total team
members of a troop can range from
anywhere in between 100-15.1 The
theatre group moves from place to
place within the state - from villages to
towns to cities as indicated by the
word ‘mobile.’ These theatre groups
are invited by organizations and
institutions like colleges and schools
who loan their field to the group for
three days for their performance. The
companies are invited by self-
governing organizations in the villages,
towns, and cities, known as
‘committees,’ which may be
responsible for running schools or
colleges, temples, clubs, or NGOs
(Ross, 2017) 
        Mobile theatre of Assam has a
long heritage in the field of performing
Art. The term Mobile Theatre was first
used by the renowned social worker
Radhagovinda Baruah in the remark
book of Suradevi Theatre, after
witnessing the performances in Latasil
playground of Guwahati. The first
mobile theatre group of Assam was
established in 1963. It was Nataraj
theatre founded by veteran theatre
organizer Achyut Lahkar.  
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        There are around fifty
Bhramyoman theatre groups in
Assam and each of these groups
provides employment to 100 to 150
people, including artists and
technicians. 
        The majority of the plays
produced by these theatre groups
are based on Assamese literature,
folktales, and myths. The playwrights
usually use modern topics inspired by
the lives of people like Lady Diana,
Benojir Bhutto, and Osama bin
Laden, as well as theatrical
adaptations of Hollywood
blockbusters like Titanic, Jurassic
Park, Anaconda, etc.
